Taking note of the voting procedures and considering the time needed to bring the de-
cade-long work of the revision of the Constitutions to its conclusion, the Presidents confirmed
the General Definitory’s proposal to have the Extraordinary General Chapter start on Tuesday,
July 24,2018 at the Centro Ad Gentes Retreat Center operated by the Society of the Divine Word
in Nemi, Rome, Italy. The General Chapter shall end as scheduled on Sunday, August 26. More
information shall follow shortly.

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Seraphicum: On Immigration

Elisabetta LO IACONO, Head of the Seraphicum Press Office

On Tuesday, April 4, 2017, the Pontifical Theological Faculty of St. Bonaventure
(Seraphicum) and the Mulieris Dignitatem Institute for the Study of Male-Female United
Duality hosted a study day full of reflections, ideas and debate. The event took place
at the Seraphicum.

Friar Giulio CESAREO, OFM Conv., the President of Mulieris Dignitatem and a professor of
moral theology, called for the study day in order to give students an opportunity for discussion
and to have them learn more about the importance and characteristics of those who, every
day, face real difficulties trying to assist those who are defenseless in the midst of growing
humanitarian crisis.

Friar Marco TASCA, the Minister General of the Order of Friars Minor Conventual, and Friar
Dinh Anh Nhue NGUYEN, the Dean of the Faculty, were among those listening as the speak-
ers made a meaningful contribution to this complex situation. Friar Victor MORA, OFM Conv.,
professor of sacred scripture, first presented a biblical reconstruction of the matter entitled,
“Immigrants and Immigration in the Bible.”

Then, Friar Christopher DUDEK, OFM Conv., lectured on “The Question of Migration from
Latin America to the United States through Mexico”. Friar Christopher is a U.S. citizen and a
Seraphicum student. He provided a thorough and well-documented overview of events over-
seas, especially after the election of President Donald TRUMP.

The suffering, torture, deprivation, fear and humiliation of refugees was at the center of
a moving testimonial by Léonard Ngavandje NSIMA and Etienne Alimondo WENGE, both of
whom are refugees from the Republic of Congo. They are being sheltered at the General Curia
community of the Friars Minor Conventual, in Rome. Léonard Ngavandje NSIMA stressed that
the friary was where, “my future began to make sense.”’

Finally, Father Stephen P. ZAMBONI, a Sacred Heart priest, spoke on “The Church’s Evalua-
tion of the Phenomenon and Some Responses Being Offered by the West" Father Stephen is a
theologian, a professor of moral theology, and a former editor of the Journal of Moral Theology.
“This is a permanent and structural phenomenon,” he said, “which requires complex social,
political, cultural and religious responses. Migrations have always taken place, but today they
are more characterized by forced displacements resulting from war, persecution and desertifi-
cation. They are also seen within the context of globalization, which creates great imbalances
in different parts of the world.’

“Theology’, concluded Friar Julius CESAREQ, “has the task of casting its gaze on reality and
provoking the Christian conscience so that it will generate a new culture....Perceiving our-
selves and God in every person we see is the only way we can make an effective contribution
to adequately deal with the immigration issue.

Seraphicum: New Dictionary of Mysticism

On the afternoon of April 6, 2017, a meeting was held at the Seraphicum library,
in Rome, to present The New Dictionary of Mysticism, edited by Luigi BORRIELLO,
Edmondo CARUANA, Maria Rosaria GENIO and Raffaele DI MURO and published
by Libreria Editrice Vaticana.

The meeting was moderated by Friar Germano SCAGLIONI, OFM Conv., Vice Dean of the
Pontifical Theological Faculty of St. Bonaventure (Seraphicum). The curators of the Dictionary
explained the features of this work before a large audience.

The volume is 2240 pages long with about 800 entries contributed by almost 260 Italian
and foreign scholars, offering the reader a rich overview on mysticism. Despite its size, the
work is easily accessible due to its fluid style and valuable “tips for a systematic reading.”
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“Mysticism,” reports Friar Germano SCAGLIONI, “is now coming back to the mainstream.
Insiders know that for some time mysticism has been marginalized, suffering from a form of
ostracism caused in part by secularist prejudice. We all hope that those times have passed and
that mysticism might reconquer its rightful place in the Christian experience and in theologi-
cal reflection”

Friar Raffaele DI MURO, OFM Conv., one of the editors of the volume and a professor of spir-
itual theology, points out that, “Man fully realizes the mystical life: he experiences the objec-
tive, ineffable presence of the living God, he reaches out to experience a communion of love
with him and to have understanding, of what is possible in human nature and in the divine
mysteries. The Creator is revealed to the creature and the creature enters into the mystery of
His love for humanity and receives inner joy and peace, leading him to eternal bliss.”

Vatican: Pope Meets
with Franciscan Ministers General

On April 10, 2017, Pope Francis met with the four Ministers General of the Franciscan First
Order: Friar Marco TASCA, OFM Conv.; Friar Michael PERRY, OFM; and Friar Mauro JOHRI, OFM
Cap.; Friar Nicholas POLICHNOWSKI, TOR.

During the meeting, the Ministers General presented the Holy Father with information on
the planned Franciscan University construction project, the interobediential community in the
Holy Land, and the common and fraternal initiatives planned for commemorating the anniver-
sary of both the Bull /te vos and St. Francis'visit to the Sultan Malik al-Kamil in Damietta (Egypt).

At the same time, they presented the Pope with a request that they be allowed to entrust
friars who are not priests with roles in community leadership (guardian, Custos, and Minister
Provincial).

Finally, they asked Pope Francis to grant a special audience to all the friars who will go to
Rome on the anniversary of the approval of our Rule, November 29, 2017.

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Rome: Feast of Saints Philip and James

On May 3, 2017, the Vatican Secretary of State, Pietro Cardinal PAROLIN,
came to the Basilica of the Twelve Holy Apostles to preside over Mass for the Solemnity
of the Apostles Philip and James.

At the end of the Pontifical High Mass, the Vicar General of the Order, Friar Jerzy NOREL,
thanked the cardinal on behalf of the Minister General and all those present.

At the end of the liturgy, the cardinal circulated amiably among the newly confirmed,
priests, friars and other faithful, first in the basilica and later in the hall of the Immaculate Con-
ception, where refreshments were provided.

Prayer I. It was followed by a fraternal dinner in the friary, attended by the rectors of all the
other the churches in the parochial territory, including several confreres from the neighboring
communities of the other Franciscan Families.

On Saturday, May 6, 2017, a Kolbean Day was held on the theme
“With Kolbe, Beyond Kolbe: 100 Years of History, 100 Years of Mission”.

It was presented by the Kolbean Chair of the Pontifical Theological Faculty of St. Bonaven-
ture (Seraphicum) and the International Militia of the Immaculate (M.L.), in honor of the 100th
anniversary of the founding of the M.I.

During the morning, the participants visited some Kolbean sites: first the Basilica of the
Twelve Holy Apostles where they venerated the relics of Saints Philip and James, and then
the Basilica of Sant’Andrea delle Fratte where they celebrated Mass in the same place that St.
Maximilian celebrated his first Mass.

The group was guided by Friar Raffaele DI MURO, who is both Director of the Seraphicum’s
Kolbean Chair and the International President of the Militia of the Immaculate. He also intro-
duced and moderated an afternoon conference at the Faculty, in front of a large audience
composed, in part, by friars from the Friars Minor Conventual formation communities of the
Seraphicum and the novitiate in Assisi as well as national representatives of the M.l. and re-
gional M.l. representatives from Lazio, Abruzzo, the Marches, Tuscany, Puglia, Emilia Romagna
and Sicily.

Speakers at the conference included Friar Giuseppe SIMBULA, OFM Conv., and Friar Stefano
CECCHIN, OFM. Friar Giuseppe is a great connoisseur of Maximilian Kolbe and has written nu-
merous publications translated into several languages. He spoke on “The Spirituality and Mis-
sion of the M.l. in Kolbe's Thinking and in Today’s Church and World”, where he examined the
theological foundations of the Militia, and the fundamental concept of entrusting oneself to
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the Virgin. Friar Stefano spoke on “The New Statutes of the M.l., Between Theological Renewal
and the Inculturation of Marian Spirituality “. He provided some inspiring insight into the Stat-
utes of the M.I. and its Marian richness. Finally, the Dean of the Faculty, Friar Dinh Anh Nhue
NGUYEN, read out one of Kolbe's writings from 1934 about the need to lead as many souls to
Mary as possible. He promptly took up the idea proposed by Friar SIMBULA about creating
missionary groups that could bring the Gospel and Marian spirituality into any setting, and he
guaranteed the full availability of the Faculty to set up courses for further study and formation
needed in order to be prepared to head out to all the streets of the world.

At the end of the conference, “All Yours,” was presented; a selection from a dialogue with
Mary written by Antonio TARALLO and starring Chiara GRAZIANO. The monologue she per-
formed on stage was inspired by verses written by Karol WOJTYLA.

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The Apostle Philip Returns
to the Site of His Martyrdom

Friar Agnello STOIA, Pastor of the Basilica of the Twelve Holy Apostles in Rome

On the evening of May 9, 2017, a delegation of the Friars Minor Conventual, representing
both the Order and the Basilica of the Twelve Holy Apostles in Rome, visited the Church of
San Polycarp in Smyrna (Izmir, Turkey) to deliver two noteworthy relics of the Apostle Philip.

The relics were received by the Most Reverend Lorenzo PIRETTO O.P, the Roman Catholic
Archbishop of Izmir, and BARTOLOMEO | of Constantinople, the Ecumenical Patriarch of the
Orthodox Church. The gift was given as a sign of friendship and communion between the
Christian communities of these two sister Churches. This encounter with these two Church
leaders was a gift of grace. It all sprang from the recent canonical recognition of the relics of
the apostles Philip and James the Lesser or the ‘Brother of the Lord’ The recognition was con-
ducted at the Basilica of the Twelve Holy Apostles from April 5 to December 19, 2016.

The recognition attracted many pilgrims who flocked in from all over the world to venerate
the relics. One of these pilgrims was Archbishop PIRETTO who, along with a group of faithful,
came to Rome in September of 2016 to venerate the apostle Philip in particular. Philip came
to preach the Gospel in Hierapolis (today Pamukkale) in the region of Asia Minor, and was
martyred around 80 A.D. Father Massimiliano PALINURO, a parish priest of the Cathedral of
Smyrna, handed a letter from the Archbishop to Friar Agnello STOIA, the Pastor of the Basilica
of the Twelve Holy Apostles, requesting a distinguished relic of Philip as a “symbolic return” of
the apostle to the places where he preached and was martyred. This “return” also involved the
Orthodox community, which at the same time requested an additional relic of equal impor-
tance to be delivered to the Patriarch of Constantinople at an ecumenical meeting in Smyrna.

Having received permission from the Congregation for the Causes of Saints, Minister General
Marco TASCA presented an artistic silver reliquary as a gift to the Patriarch while representa-
tives of the parish community of the Basilica of the Twelve Holy Apostles presented a beautiful
reliquary as a gift to Archbishop PIRETTO. In order to transport and deliver the relics, a delega-
tion from Rome was set up on May 4, 2016, whose members included Friar Silvestru BEJAN, the
General Delegate for Ecumenical and Interreligious Dialogue [EDI] for the Order of Friars Minor
Conventual, Friar Simone SCHIAVONE and Friar Agnello STOIA. Joining them at Smyrna were
Friar Martin KMETEC, the Custos of the Provincial Custody of the Orient and the Holy Land (Leb-
anon-Turkey) and Professor Francesco D’ANDRIA of the University of Lecce, Director of the Italian
Archaeological Mission, who discovered the tomb of St. Philip in Pamukkale, Turkey.

Patriarch Bartholomew | made a long and engaging speech filled with thanks and grati-
tude to the Catholic Archdiocese of Smyrna and its Archbishop for his wonderful plan to“sym-
bolically bring Saint Philip to the places of his apostolate and his martyrdom, a land that gave
the Church a great number of saints, confessors, martyrs and neo-martyrs.” At the end of the
ecumenical meeting, the Patriarch gave the General Minister an icon representing the meet-
ing in Smyrna between Saints Ignatius of Antioch and Polycarp. Friar Agnello STOIA took the
opportunity to invite him to Twelve Holy Apostles and promised him that when he comes to
Rome he will visit us.

The following day, the delegation went to Hierapolis, accompanied by Father Massimiliano
PALINURO and Professor D’ANDRIA. There, we were able to celebrate Mass at the threshold of
the tiny chapel where the Apostle Philip is entombed.

This pilgrimage was a response to a call and allowed us to experience many graces. There
was grace in the places that were visited, especially those recalling the apostles and the first
Christian communities: Smyrna, Ephesus, Hierapolis, Laodicea, Pergamum, and Sardinia. There
was grace in the fraternity and welcome we received, the accommodation and hospitality pro-
vided by our confreres in Istanbul and by Fr. Maximilian in Smyrna.

Finally, there was grace in the Franciscans'effort in fostering communion between the two
sister Churches, in offering this gift of faith and in feeling ourselves in the embrace of Paul
VI and Atenagora and in the embrace of Bartholomew | and Pope Francis, whom we often
thought about with affection.
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Padua: New Papal Delegate

On May 20, 2017, Pope Francis appointed Reverend Fabio DAL CIN
as the new Archbishop Prelate of Loreto and the Papal Delegate for the Shrine of Loreto,
as well as the Papal Delegate for the Basilica of St. Anthony in Padua.

Archbishop DAL CIN was born in Vittorio Veneto on January 23, 1965. He was ordained a
priest for the diocese of Vittorio Veneto on December 7, 1990, and held several offices in that
diocese. Since March of 2007, he has served as an official of the Congregation for Bishops. In
2011, he obtained a doctorate in theology from the Pontifical Athenaeum of St. Anselm in
Rome. Since 2012, he has served as Chaplain of His Holiness. He has provided spiritual assis-
tance at the Shrine of the Madonna della Quercia in Rome.

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New Moral Theology Book

On Friday, June 9, 2017, an event took place at the Seraphicum Library to present a new
book: One Body for Communion - An Ethics of Those Resurrected with Christ written by Moral
Theology Professor Friar Giulio CESAREO, OFM Conv.

The event was moderated by another professor of moral theology, Friar Roberto TAMANTI, OFM
Conv. Professor Father Sergio PASSERI, a professor of the same discipline in Brescia, Italy, attended
as well. During the presentation, Professor PASSERI highlighted the merits of this text, starting with
its expositional usefulness. “It is a text that is placed,’ the speaker emphasized, “in the context of
post-conciliar moral theology, enriched by the stimuli of the Second Vatican Council. Its concern
moves from the ancient question about how we should behave to how we should live!”

It focuses less attention on the natural man, the object of philosophy, and more on man re-
deemed through baptism. It is no coincidence that Friar Giulio CESAREQ’s previous publication
was called Baptism and Moral Life - The Ethos of the New Man in Christ (Miscellanea Francescana
Publications, 2014).

The new text (Lipa Publications, Rome, 2016) also presents a wide and heterogeneous
overview of authors from the Fathers of the Church to contemporary authors. It includes an
original revival of the traditional scheme of moral theology, up until the decline of certain
themes in Christian life such as asceticism or beauty.

Friar Roberto TAMANTI concluded the event by once again offering congratulations to the
author, with the hope that “through his work, the reality of communion can be more and more
manifested in the Church and in every relational human experience, because this is what Mans’
heart yearns for”

Towards the Franciscan University

Friar Giulio CESAREO, OFM Conv., Vice Secretary General for Formation (SGF)

For about two years the journey towards realizing a Franciscan University in Rome
has been gathering momentum.

The Central Committee behind this effort is composed of the Secretaries and Vice-Secre-
taries General for Formation of the OFM, OFM Capuchins and OFM Conventuals. Other Com-
mittee members include a delegate of the Secretary General for Formation of the TOR, the
Rector and Vice-Rector of the Antonianum, the Dean of the Seraphicum and the Dean of the
Antonianum’s Franciscan Institute of Spirituality. The Central Commission has been carrying
out meetings with the three Franciscan Ministers General and with the teachers and students
of the Antonianum and Seraphicum academic institutions.

During last winter, three study subcommittees were entrusted with examining specific is-
sues from an academic, legal and economic-administrative point of view. When the work of
these subcommittees concluded last March, the Central Commission was able to work on a
first, provisional draft of the overall Franciscan University project.

On the afternoon of June 6, 2017, the third plenary meeting was held between teachers
of the Antonianum and Seraphicum and the Central Committee for the Franciscan University.
The meeting took place at the Antonianum.

The teachers were presented with the first concrete and systematic draft of the mission
statement and statute of the Franciscan University. They were invited to offer their opinions
and comments, first in groups and then in assembly. It was also a way of fostering mutual
understanding in view of the closer collaboration that the University will bring with it. Some
seventy teachers attended.

Starting next week, the Committee will incorporate the teachers’ observations, which have
been written down, into the first draft of the project so that this first draft can then be pre-
sented to the Ministers General as early as next October.
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Lviv: New Franciscan Bishop

On May 13,2017, Pope Francis appointed Friar Eduard KAVA, OFM Conv.,
Auxiliary Bishop of the Archdiocese of Lviv of the Latins (the Ukraine)
assigning him the seat of the Bishopric of Cilibia.

Friar Eduard had been the Delegate to the Ukraine for the Order of Friars Minor Conventual.

Friar Eduard KAVA was born on April 17, 1978, in Mostyska (Archdiocese of Lviv of the Lat-
ins, the Ukraine).

He entered the Order of Friars Minor Conventual in 1996. He subsequently completed his
philosophy and theology studies at Mary Queen of Apostles seminary in St. Petersburg (Rus-
sian Federation) and was ordained to the priesthood on June 1, 2003.

Since 2008, he also served as the Delegate to the Ukraine for the Order of Friars Minor
Conventual and since 2012, was the Vice President of the Conference of Major Superiors of the
Ukraine.

On Wednesday, June 21, 2017, the episcopal ordination was celebrated. In addition to the
large number of faithful from various locations who attended, there were dozens of bishops
from the Roman and Eastern rites, including the Most Reverend Swiatostaw SZEWCZUK, Major
Archbishop of Kiev-Halice and head of the Greek Catholic Church; Friar Marian GOLAB, Minis-
ter Provincial of the Conventual Franciscans in Cracow, Poland; Friar Jacek CIUPINSKI, Assistant
General for the Federatio Europae Mediae et Orientalis (FEMO); the Most Reverend Claudio
GUGEROTTI, Apostolic Nuncio to the Ukraine; and the Most Reverend Mieczystaw MOKRZYCKI,
Archbishop of Lviv, who presided over the solemn celebration.

This was the fifth time a Franciscan bishop would cross the threshold of the Cathedral of Lviv.

Before the Rite of Episcopal Ordination, Friar Marian GOLAB, Minister Provincial, gave a
reading of the papal bull.

During his homily, Archbishop MOKRZYCKI spoke about the centuries of Franciscan tradi-
tion in the diocese and encouraged the new bishop to continue the difficult mission of peace
and reconciliation in Ukraine.

After the homily, the Rite of Episcopal Ordination began with the imposition of the hands
of the consecrated bishops, followed by the complementary rites, that is, the imposition of the
book of the Gospels, the anointing with chrism, and the reception of the insignia: the episco-
pal zucchetto, the miter, the pastoral and the ring. There were plenty of Franciscan elements:
the Tau, the relics of the Blessed Friars Zbigniew and Michat, martyrs of Pariacoto, Peru (em-
bedded in the ring), the symbol of the Franciscan cord with the three knots (on the pastoral).

At the end of the liturgy, Bishop GUGEROTTI invited Bishop KAVA to joyfully proclaim the
Gospel and to carry out benevolent pastoral ministry. The Minister Provincial then underlined
many of the Franciscan elements in the Cathedral of Lviv, which enshrines the relics of Blessed
James of Strepar, a Franciscan and the co-patron of the Province. He also said that the new
bishop's miter features the cross of the previous bishop, Friar Rafat KIERNICKI, OFM Conv., and
a thread from the miter of Blessed James of Strepar, which is linked to the tradition of the
Franciscan bishops.

In the end, the new bishop gave a speech thanking God for the path of faith that brought
him to this day, thanking his parents for the gift of life, and thanking the Order for his forma-
tion in fraternal life. Finally, he asked for prayers for himself, so that he might faithfully fulfill
the mission entrusted to him.

President of the Federacion Conventuales America Latina (FALC); Friar Leo PAYYAPPILLY,
President of the Federation of Asian Minors Conventual (FAMC); Friar Jan MACIEJOWSKI,
President of the Federatio Europae Mediae et Orientalis (FEMO); and Friar Giancarlo COR-
SINI President of the Federazione Intermediterranea Ministri Provinciali (FIMP).

The topics on the agenda were: spiritual reflection and sharing on “the grace of work’, a re-
port on the general administration of the General Curia, an update on the revision of the Con-
stitutions and the General Statutes, the 2018 Extraordinary General Chapter, Inter-Franciscan
Collaboration (Franciscan University Project, Emmaus Project and Inter-Franciscan Initiatives
in Assisi and Umbria), the Kolbean Congress (Rome, Seraphicum, October 19-20, 2017), an
evaluation of the 2013 Chapter Mandate, and the Pro-Seraphico Commission.

As always, the hospitality from the Sacro Convento community was greatly appreciated.

Rome: Heads of Formation Meet

On April 10, 2017, the three Ministers General of the First Order and the Minister General
of the TOR, along with their Secretaries General and Vice-Secretaries-General
for Formation, met together at the General Curia of the Friars Minor, in Rome.

The Ministers General listened carefully to descriptions of the work done by the Secre-
tariats of the Orders and their collaboration with other Franciscan realities, especially with the
Commission for the Franciscan University.

Then the Ministers General announced that the Holy Father and the Congregation for
Catholic Education had given their full support to the initiative of creating a new Franciscan
University in Rome in collaboration with the Franciscan Families. In fact, earlier that same day,
the Ministers General met with the Pope and Zenon Cardinal GROCHOLEWSKI, Prefect of the
Congregation for Catholic Education.

The Secretaries spoke at length with the Ministers General about various problems affect-
ing formation and formation projects in the Orders.

In the end, everyone was in agreement about having possible inter-Franciscan collabora-
tion for forming formators and guardians, especially in Africa.

As aresult, the Ministers General proposed that the Secretaries think about a possible proj-
ect and its realization by the end of the current year. The meeting came to a close with the
scheduling of the next meeting (October 2, at St. Mary of the Angels, in Assisi, Italy) and with
a fraternal dinner in the community.

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Rome: Meeting of Franciscan Formators
and Professors

On April 10, 2017, Rome’s Pontifical University Antonianum held its annual meeting
between the professors in charge of the Master’s Degree in Formation and the Secretaries
General and heads of formation of the Franciscan Families.

This meeting was attended by Friar Louis PANTHIRUVELIL, the Secretary General for For-
mation (SGF), and Friar Zbigniew WOJCIK, a member of the SGF and a coordinator of student
friars attending courses for formators in Rome.

A fraternal discussion took place to talk about how the Master’s Degree program went
last year and to elicit feedback from the course participants and from the formation heads
from the various men's and women’s congregations of the Franciscan Families. The majority of
participants had a very positive opinion about the course content and its methodology which
emphasizes theoretical training in matters concerning Franciscan formation (spirituality, an-
thropology, education and humanities). They also evaluated the program’s various workshops
and internships that help prospective formators acquire knowledge and practical skills for
conducting formation talks, working in groups and preparing comprehensive formation plans
at all their various stages.

The meeting was also an opportunity to reflect on different ways of improving how the
educative-formative elements of the Master’s Degree are provided. Among the most impor-
tant items discussed was putting more attention on the human male and female aspects of
affectivity and on practical knowledge concerning vocational discernment in different cultural
contexts. The meeting also dealt with some of the current challenges formators face in their
work and the steps they can take to better meet those new challenges.

Finally, the heads of formation of the three Franciscan families talked about formation ini-
tiatives that are being developed in different places around the world.

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Romania; Formation Course and Visit

On May 17-19, 2017, a formation course for the guardians of the Province of St. Joseph
in Romania took place at the Provincial Curia in Bacau, Romania.

The course was conducted by the Secretary General for Formation (SGF), Friar Louis PAN-
THIRUVELIL, with collaboration from the Procurator of the Order, Friar Maurizio DI PAOLO, who
presented a conference on the legal aspects of the role of the guardian and his authority.

Twenty-four guardians participated, coming from friaries in Germany, Italy, the Provincial
Custody of the Orient and the Holy Land and the Province of Romania. The course took place
in an atmosphere of true fraternity and mutually attentive listening. The Minister Provincial of
the Province of Romania, Friar Teofil PETRISOR, also attended.

At the end of the course, Friar Louis and Friar Giulio CESAREO were able to visit some of the
Conventual presences in the Province: Luizi Calugara, Nisiporesti, Halducesti, the social center
of the friary of St. Anthony of Padua in Roman, and the convent of the Poor Clares in Roman.
They also met with members of two formation communities: the novitiate in Prajesti, directed
by the Novice Master, Friar Augustin PATRASCU, and the post-novitiate house in Roman, under
the guidance of the Rector, Friar Marius BILHA.

The visit was very pleasant. There were numerous personal encounters with the friars.
Many of them are quite young. They are engaged in various activities, living out the Franciscan
charism of fraternity in the ecclesial and social context of the Moldavian region. This was a very
positive experience, which provided a direct, but brief period to learn about this particularly
lively and significant reality in the Order; a portent of hope which certainly transcends the
boundaries of the Church in Romania and the Franciscan fraternity itself.

Ongoing Formation - Rivotorto Course

Friars from the Jurisdictions of Africa came to Italy to take part in the Rivotorto Ongoing
Formation Course. The Order organizes the Course every two years for young friars who
have already completed their initial formation.

The main purpose of this experience is to inspire and teach new generations of the Order
about the spirit and history of Franciscanism which began in the 13th century.

There were fifteen friars who participated in the course, which was held from May 15 through
June 15, 2017. Six of the friars were from the Province of the Franciscan Protomartyrs in Zambia.

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Four were from the Provincial Custody of St. Anthony of Padua in Ghana. Three were from the
Provincial Custody of St. Francis of Assisi in Kenya; and two were from the Provincial Custody of
St. Maximilian M. Kolbe in Tanzania.

On the first day, the friars went to the General Curia where they met with the Minister Gener-
al, Friar Marco TASCA and enjoyed lunch as guests of the community of the Twelve Holy Apostles.
The course took place at the three most important locations connected with the history of our
Franciscan Order: Assisi, Padua and Rome. The Course was organized by the Assistant General
for the African Federation of Conventual Franciscans (AFCOF) with help from various friars who
offered presentations in various fields (spirituality, history and apostolate) and spoke about the
origins of the Franciscan experience as well as some of the current challenges facing the Order
today.

OnThursday afternoon, May 25, 2017, Friar Giulio CESAREQ, the Vice Secretary of the General
Secretariat for Education (SGF), conducted a meeting with the friars about ongoing formation
and its many implications on the spiritual, charismatic, ministerial and intellectual levels. The title
of his presentation was “Ongoing Formation: A Life Issue”.

On Sunday, May 28, the Secretary General for Formation, Friar Louis PANTHIRUVELIL, ani-
mated the friars with a conference on the interculturality of our Order. The title of his presenta-
tion was“The International Experience in the Order of Friars Minor Conventual, Starting from the
Time of the Two Congresses” [Karukutty (India) and Nairobi (Kenya)].

The meetings were mutually enriching from a cultural and charismatic standpoint and they
contributed to the sense of fraternity and relational unity that we experience as a family in the
Order.

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Ghana: Visits in the Custody

On June 10-16, 2017, Friar Tadeusz SWIATKOWSKI, Assistant General for the African
Federation of Conventual Franciscans (AFCOF), and Friar Louis PANTHIRUVELIL, Secretary
General for Formation (SGF), visited the Provincial Custody of St. Anthony of Padua

in Ghana.

The main reason for their visit was to meet Ghana'’s Custos, Friar Anthony BEZO, along with
his Definitors, at the request of the Minister General, to assess the conditions and the forma-
tion criteria for reopening the St. Bonaventure Formation House in Accra. This formation house
is the second common formation house (in the ‘second zone' after the one in Lusaka, Zambia)
for the AFCOF’s philosophy studies. The decision was made in 2014 by Minister General and his
Definitory in collaboration with the various senior Superiors of the same Federation. Although
this formation house was mainly built for two Jurisdictions—Ghana and Burkina Faso—it will
also be open to all of the others (Kenya, Tanzania, Zambia and Uganda). It is expected to be
open in September for the 2017 academic year.

After meeting with the Definitors, Friar Tadeusz and Friar Louis met with the five novices
and their Novice Master, Friar Moses ARTHUR who live at the same place the meeting was
held, the friary in Saltpond.

The following day, they visited the postulancy house in Sunyani (18 postulants). Together
with the postulants and the faithful they celebrated the feast day of St. Anthony of Padua in
the parish.

The visit to Ghana was an opportunity to experience the warm welcome of the friars and
the people and to understand the work our friars are doing.

USA: Missionary Animation

From April 19 to May 10, 2017, the General Secretariat for Mission Animation (SGAM)
organized a missionary animation visit to the United States as part of its activities aimed
at talking about, sharing and awakening missionary enthusiasm among friars in initial
formation.

Friar Jaroslaw WYSOCZANSKI, the SGAM General Secretary, though mainly visiting forma-
tion houses, was able to get a perspective on the Order’s reality in this great country and its
relation to the missions.

In Ellicott City, Maryland , he had an opportunity to share with the community of seven
students from the four Provinces of the United States. The students are currently studying the-
ology at the Catholic University of America in Washington D.C. They are being guided by their
formator, Friar Brad MILUNSKI, who has transferred from Silver Spring, Maryland.

In San Antonio, Texas, Friar Jaroslaw visited a community of six friars who are studying
philosophy, theology, and English in a socio-cultural context with a strong Latin American
influence. The students are being guided by their formator, Friar Paul SCHLOEMER. While Friar
Jaroslaw was there, he learned about the friars’ particular commitment to working with mi-
grants fleeing areas of severe poverty and violent social conflict in Central America.

Friar Jaroslaw then visited the postulancy house In Chicago, lllinois, where Friar Paschal
KOLODZIEJ is the formator for twelve postulants coming from the four Provinces of the United
States. Chicago is remarkable for its great educational and cultural opportunities.

On the last leg of his missionary animation visit, he visited formator Friar Giles ZAKOWICZ,
at the interprovincial novitiate in Arroyo Grande, California.

He gave two presentations at each formation house in order to raise awareness about to-
day’s missions and to encourage participation in them: The first presentation, was on Fran-
ciscan missionary spirituality and how it opens up new horizons for missions in our Order,
especially in Asia and French-speaking Africa. The second, presented testimony about the
foundation of the mission in Peru and the process that led to the martyrdom of Blessed Miguel
TOMASZEK and Blessed Zbigniew STRZALKOWSKI.

Moreover, for this reason, almost all of the other religious institutes are using this new ter-
minology.

Therefore, the abbreviation for this General Office will be GPIC instead of GPSC and will
remain unchanged in the other languages of the Order. However, the full meaning of the ab-
breviation will be translated and put into parentheses.

Rome: Economy at the Service of Mission

Zambia: Formation Workshops

The Zambian Province of the Franciscan Protomartyrs recently had three formation
workshops at three different locations.

This was done at the invitation of the Provincial Commission for Ongoing Formation, in col-
laboration with the Minister Provincial of Zambia, his Definitory and the Delegate General for
Justice, Peace and Integrity of Creation [GPIC].

Friar Joseph arrived in Zambia on May 7, 2017, and conducted the first workshop on May
8, at the St. Bonaventure formation house in Lusaka. The second workshop was held on May
10, at the friary-parish of the Immaculate Conception in Luanshya. The third workshop was
conducted on May 12 at the friary of St. Maximillian Kolbe in Solwezi.

Altogether, forty-five friars from almost all of the Zambian communities participated in
these workshops. The Delegate returned to Rome on May 15.

The main theme of the workshops was “Practicing Justice, Peace and Integrity of Creation
in Light of Laudate Si”.

Friar Joseph BLAY, the Delegate General for GPIC, presented two lectures at each meeting.

In the first, he spoke about the theological foundation of justice and peace and the sys-
tematic development of that theme in the Church. He then elaborated on the same theme

Among the participants
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as being part of our Franciscan heritage, directly passed on to us from St. Francis, and thus an
integral part of our spirituality in serving the world in which we friars live.

In his second lecture, he presented Laudate Si, referring to the main points of the encycli-
cal. In his opinion, Laudate Si'is a prophetic text in which the Pope argues the theme that our
world cannot withstand the pace of development without applying some brakes and that,
above all, we must repair the damage already done to the planet. While animating the friars
during his lectures, Friar Joseph emphasized that Laudate Si’is not some book from the library,
but rather, a real guidebook for making change.

During discussion in small groups, the friars talked about their expectations concerning
the workshop, local issues in which they could be involved and obstacles that frustrated or
prevented them from carrying out the ministry of Justice, Peace and Integrity of Creation.

At each location, the workshop was an opportunity for awakening, education, challenge
and fraternity.

USA: Meeting and Seminar

Friar Joseph BLAY, the Delegate General for Justice, Peace, and Integrity of Creation
(GPIC), visited the United States to attend an inter-Provincial Justice, Peace, and Integrity
of Creation meeting.

He also presented a seminar for postulants and got acquainted with some GPIC projects
in the US.

On May 19, 2017, Friar Joseph stayed at the Provincial Curia of the Province of Our Lady of
the Angels in Ellicott City, Maryland. He was very impressed by the fact that the Provincial Cu-
ria is already using solar energy. Then, he saw some great acreage that will be used for organic
farming, according to Friar Michael LASKY, the Provincial Delegate for GPIC. On May 22, 2017,
Friar Joseph led a retreat for the postulants in Chicago, assisted by Friar Michael. On May 24,
2017, the two conducted a seminar on Justice, Peace, and Integrity of Creation and the encycli-
cal Laudate Si” On May 23, 2017, a meeting of Provincial Delegates for GPIC was held at the St.
Bonaventure friary in Chicago. Those attending included Friar Michael LASKY, representing the
Province of Our Lady of the Angels (OLA), Friar Vincent PETERSON, representing the Province
of Our Lady of Consolation (OLC), and Friar Joseph SCHENK, representing the Province of St.
Bonaventure. Only the Province of St. Joseph of Cupertino did not have a representative at-
tending.

The Provincial Delegates for GPIC shared their experiences: they discussed what they do
in their Provinces and how it is possible to work together as friars in the same country. For his
part, Friar Joseph presented projects that other Provinces of the Order are implementing in the
field of GPIC. Then, the Delegate General referred to a GPIC meeting that will be convened by
the Minister General in Rome, which will be attended by some particular friars and communi-
ties. The visit was also a time for reuniting with American friars who once ministered in Ghana.
Thank you very much to the friars of the Provincial Curia in Ellicott City, the St. Bonaventure fri-
ary in Chicago, and the St. Paul friary in Kensington, Connecticut, for their fraternal hospitality.

When Faith Can Cost Your Life

On Thursday, April 27,2017: A new book, “When Faith Can Cost Your Life:
The Story of Franciscan Doctor Martin Benedict” was presented at the Academy
of Romania in Rome, Italy.

The book was written by Dr. Angelo MONTONATI and published by Salomone Belforte &
C., Livorno Publishing House. Those attending the presentation, besides the book'’s author, in-
cluded the Most Reverend Petru GHERGHEL, Bishop of lasi, Romania; the Most Reverend Virgil
BERCEA, Greek Catholic Bishop of Oradea, Romania; Friar Jerzy NOREL, the Vicar General of the
Order of Friars Minor Conventual; Friar Damian PATRASCU, the Order’s Postulator General; Friar
Sorin Adrian GIURGI the Vicar Provincial of the Province of St. Joseph Spouse of the Blessed
Virgin Mary, Romania; and Friar Silvestru BEJAN, the Order’s Delegate General for the Interna-
tional Franciscan Center for Dialogue (CEFID); and Friar Eusebio BEJAN, the Vice-Postulator for
the Cause of Beatification of the Servant of God Martin BENEDICT. Also attending were several
priests, religious and a large group of lay people—friends of the Servant of God. The presenta-
tion was enlivened with music and songs composed especially in honor of the Servant of God
by Friar Emanuel CHIRICHES and entertainment by the Cultural Association “Majores Balistarii
Asisii” [Ancestral Crossbowmen of Assisi].

Opening remarks were delivered by Dr. lulian Mihai Damian, the activities coordinator of
the Academy of Romania, Friar Sorin and Professor Liviu-Petru ZAPARTAN, PhD, Romania’s Am-
bassador to the Holy See. Afterwards, five presentations were made about the Servant of God.

The Vice-Postulator of the cause spoke briefly about Martin BENEDICT and his relevance to
us today: a man, a doctor and a friar, in every way devoted to God, who knew how to combine
his noble profession with his Christian being. Dr. Germina NAGAT, Director of the Investigation
Department of the National Council for the Study of the Archives of the Securitate [State Secret

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Police] in Bucharest, presented the work that her department has been doing and stressed
that the few documents found about the Servant of God have shown that his persecution and
death were systematically planned out and implemented by the infamous Securitate.

Professor Ornella PAROLINI, who teaches Applied Biology at the Catholic University of the
Sacred Heart in Rome, offered some personal testimony on ways the example of the Francis-
can Doctor Martin BENEDICT helped her better understand how to join her medical practice
with her faith, in search of the same truth.

Dr. GUIDO GUASTALLA, the editor of the Salomone Belforte Publishing House, was very
pleased that a Jewish publishing house was able to contribute to the publishing of this book,
thus making the Servant of God more widely known throughout the Italian spectrum.

Finally, the book’s author, Dr. Angelo MONTONAT], told us a beautiful story about the com-
position of this book, explaining how the Servant of God's example of faith and professional-
ism helped him grow in his own spiritual life.

The evening ended with moderator Monica Leonetti CUZZOCREA wishing we might all
soon see the canonization of the Servant of God, Martin BENEDICT.

Asia: In Dialogue with Buddhist Monks

On April 18 to May 10, 2017, Friar Egidio CANIL, Delegate for the “Spirit of Assisi”
of the Sacro Convento and the Diocese of Assisi, went on an “interreligious pilgrimage”
to various Asian countries.

He stayed in temples, Buddhist monasteries, religious communities and cultural centers in-
terested in interreligious dialogue. It was a scheduled trip to attend the 5th Buddhist-Christian
Symposium held in Taiwan on April 24-29, 2017.

Friar Egidio visited several locations in three Asian countries. In Thailand, he attended
meetings with monks and visited Buddhist monasteries in Bangkok and Chang Mai. In Taiwan,
he had meetings and visited monasteries and Buddhist temples in Taipei, Thaichung and Ling
Jiou Mountain. Finally, in Indonesia, he met with religious and had meetings at religious com-
munities and centers in Medan (Sumatra) and Yogyakarta (Java).

Being a Franciscan, being the Delegate for the “Spirit of Assisi” of the Sacro Convento, and
being connected with the Focolare movement, has given Friar Egidio the privilege of estab-
lishing relationships with many Buddhist monks and nuns, both of Theravada and Mahayana
tradition and, within this, with various schools of Japanese and Chinese Buddhism. Some of
these religious have already been to Assisi and there are more who want to come, like Taiwan-
ese Buddhist master Hsin TAO, who will be in Rome at the end of May 2017, to meet with Pope
Francis and visit Assisi on June 2-3.

This pilgrimage experience was rich and was undertaken in the charism of St. Francis and
Chiara LUBICH [foundress of the Focolare movement]. Both of them are a legacy, not only of
the Church, but of humanity, and continue to convince Friar Egidio that interreligious dia-
logue, along with other dialogue, will be mankind's agenda for the third millennium!

Lusaka: Assembly of Major Superiors

From April 28 to May 1, 2017, the Major Superiors of the African Federation of Conventual
Franciscans (AFCOF) met for their Annual Assembly in Lusaka, Zambia. The AFCOF
Federation is comprised of seven African countries.

These assemblies of Superiors are arranged to promote better collaboration between Af-
rica’s various missionary presences. The Lusaka Assembly focused mainly on the issue of co-
operation within AFCOF’s joint initial formation program. At present, AFCOF's common for-
mation houses are: the postulancy houses in East Africa (at Ruwi in Kenya and Morogoro in
Tanzania), the novitiates (at Itimpi in Zimbabwe, Saltpond in Ghana and Arusha in Tanzania),
the post-novitiate houses for philosophy students (at Lusaka in Zambia and another currently
re-opening at Accra in Ghana) and the post-novitiate house for theology students in Nairobi,
Kenya.

The number of vocations is on the rise, so the Superiors’ primary concern was to find valid
solutions that will ensure our young men get a good and complete formation in the African
context without neglecting the Franciscan dimension. There are two main difficulties that all
of the formation houses share. One is an insufficient number of properly trained formators.
The other is the cost of maintaining the formation programs (there is a continuous search for
financial resources to cover the expenses of study and ordinary life).

Those attending the meeting were: the Assistant General for the AFCOF Federation, Friar
Tadeusz SWIATKOWSKI; the Minister Provincial of the Province of the Franciscan Protomartyrs
in Zambia, Friar Richard CHIMFWEMBE; the Provincial Custos of the Custody of St. Anthony of
Padua in Ghana, Friar Anthony BEZO; the Custos of the Custody of St. Francis of Assisi in Kenya,
Friar Kazimierz SZULC; the Vicar Custos of the Custody of St. Maximilian M. Kolbe in Tanzania,
Friar Jerome MUNISHI; the Delegate of the Provincial Delegation to Uganda (from the Polish
Province of St. Anthony of Padua and of Blessed James of Strepar), Friar Wojciech ULMAN; and
a Delegate of the Provincial Delegation to Burkina Faso (from the Polish Province of the Im-
maculate Mother of God) Friar Benedict OFOSU YAW. Friar Benedict is a Ghanaian a friar who
resides in Burkina Faso.

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Lusaka: 25th Anniversary
of the Inter-Franciscan Center

On May 2-5, 2017, the annual Assembly of the Faculty Council for Philosophy took place
at the Inter-Franciscan College of St. Bonaventure in Lusaka, Zambia. The College offers
common formation and study for the three Franciscan Families in Africa.

This Inter-Franciscan Center was founded in 1992 by the Major Superiors of the Three Francis-
can Families of Africa and is affiliated to the Pontifical University Antonianum in Rome. Currently
the College is the only one of its kind for Franciscan religious.

The College has 29 professors (religious and lay people). It expects to enroll 247 students for
the 2017-18 academic year. 55 of those students will be OFM Conv., 66 will be OFM Cap., and 64
will be OFM.

The Assembly was attended by the 27 Major Superiors and Provincial Delegates of the Fran-
ciscan presences in Africa, who will have student friars at the College. Seven of the Superiors
were OFM Conv., seven were OFM Cap., and eight were OFM. Also attending were the Superiors
from other aggregated Congregations at the Faculty: The Missionary Oblates of Mary Immac-
ulate (OMI); the Divine Word Missionaries (SVD); the Congregation of Marian Hill Missionaries
(CMM); the Diocese of Gaborone, Botswana; and the Passionists (C.P).

Those attending the Assembly came from Kenya, Zimbabwe, Zambia, Malawi, Tanzania, Gha-
na, Uganda, Mozambique, South Africa and Botswana.

The Presidency of the Faculty Council Assembly this year goes to the OFM Family. The Assem-
bly was presided over by the OFM Provincial Custos of Zimbabwe (the Presidency always rotates
between the Superiors of the Three Families).

The Assembly agenda included discussion about the performance of the College, Franciscan
Formation and relevant structural and maintenance issues (financial and budget reports for the
next year).

At the end of the Assembly, the whole Franciscan Fraternity of the College celebrated the
25th anniversary, with a solemn Mass. To commemorate the Jubilee, the Rector, together with
the other members of the College, planted a tree in front of the building.

As usual, the third year philosophy students were awarded Bachelor’s degrees in Philosophy
and Religious Sciences.

Others taking part in the Assembly and the celebrations included the Assistant General for
the African Federation of Conventual Franciscans (AFCOF), Friar Tadeusz SWIATKOWSKI; the Gen-
eral Exactor Friar Wojciech KULIG and the Superiors of the AFCOF Federation.

Other topics touched on during the assembly were the current status of the member-Ju-
risdictions; news from the General Curia and the Order; an evaluation of the meeting with
the post-novices of the CEF together with the members of the Provincial Custody of Blessed
Agnellus of Pisa in Great Britain-Ireland; and planning upcoming CEF events.

One day was spent taking a trip around Lake Bodensee, also called Lake Constance or Lake
Bodan. The participants visited a beautiful baroque Cistercian basilica, the Marian shrine of
Birnau (Wallfahrtskirche) and the island on Lake Reichenau where the ancient Marian anti-
phons traditionally attributed to Hermann of Reichenauor, or 'Hermannus Contractus; were
composed. These include the Latin antiphons Salve Regina, Regina Coeli, Ave Regina Coelorum
and Alma Redemptoris Mater. The participants also visited the city of Konstanz (Constance),
the site of the Council of Constance during which Pope Martin V was elected, the only pope
elected beyond the Alps.

-The first was Mass, presided over by the Most Reverend Nicholas DI MARZIO, Bishop of
Brooklyn, New York. Also present was Friar Tadeusz SWIATKOWSKI, the Assistant General for
the African Federation of Conventual Franciscans (AFCOF) currently serving as the Delegate of
the Minister General, Friar Marco TASCA. Others attending included the Vicar Provincial, Friar
Brad MILUNSKI, five or so of the parish’s still-living pastors and many friars of the Province;

-The other moment was a joyful banquet that followed, enlivened with traditional songs
and dances from the various nationalities and cultures present in the parish territory.

He began on February 19, 2017 and concluded on April 27, at the
friary in Brooklyn.

Delitua: Solemn Profession

On Saturday, April 22, 2017, Mass was celebrated for the solemn profession
of Friars Antonius Jani Anwar BARUS and Yohanes TANDO.

The ceremony took place at the church of the friary of St. Joseph, Spouse of the Blessed
Virgin Mary in Delitua, Indonesia.

The celebration was presided over by the Provincial Custos, Friar Maximilian SEMBIRING. It
was also an occasion to give thanks in commemoration of the 50th anniversary of the death
of the young Friar Adéodatus Lidwig LAIBAHAS. The two newly professed are, in fact, a bit like
shoots from that “grain of wheat fallen upon the ground,” that is, the young Friar Adéodatus
who tragically drowned in Lake Toba on April 16, 1967, after arriving in Sumatera (Archdiocese
of Medan) to bring the Gospel and implant our Order. He became a seedling for the sowing
of our Order. It was really his passing that prompted the local bishop the Most Reverend An-
tonius VAN DEN HURK, OFM Cap., to call the Conventual friars to found a mission in the Suma-
tera region of Indonesia. Adéodatus was one of the first Indonesian friars who went to Europe
(Rome) to continue his Conventual Franciscan and priestly formation and then return home.

The first mission of our Order in Indonesia was made by friars from the Province of Holland
in Bogor - Java, in 1937. However, in 1964 it closed and all friars returned to Holland.

In 1968, one year after the death of Friar Adeodatus, the Province of Bologna sent two fri-
ars, together with another friar from the Province of Sardinia, to found a new presence of the
Order in Indonesia. Today, that presence has become a Provincial Custody, composed of 68
solemnly professed friars, 33 temporarily professed friars, 11 novices, and 29 postulants.

After Mass, the party continued with fraternal recreation and lunch.

- publishing the book by Friar Gianfranco GRIECO: The Last Look before Heaven: The Life of
Father Quirico Pignalberi (2017) and reissuing Friar Paolo FIASCONARQ's video, Father Quirico
Pignalberi: A Witness of Mercy (2016), in order to publicize this exemplary and penitent friar and
educate the faithful to pray to God for his beatification.

- Presenting a Brazilian edition of this video in order to extend awareness of the holy Nov-
ice Master to Brazil, a land our Brazilian and Italian confreres have been evangelizing for the
last fifty years.

- Re-proposing a pilgrimage to Serrone and Piglio on Friar Quirico’s birthday (July 11) and
the day he died (July 18).

- Dedicating a week or a triduum to Father Quirico for the 100th anniversary of his priestly
ordination (August 10, 2017).

- Promoting a conference on Friar Quirico so that young people might recognize the rel-
evance of his message on issues of formation and belonging and the human and spiritual
values that this man from Italy’s Ciociaria region bore witness to during the 20th century.

- Promoting a prize dedicated to Friar Quirico that would be awarded in area schools.

- Creating a booth dedicated to Father Quirico that could be set up at patron saint festivals
or fairs featuring all the related publications and historical and devotional images.

- Turning the Franciscan friary of San Lorenzo into a true home of spirituality devoted to
Friar Quirico, a place that would offer spiritual and formational meetings.

- In May of 2017, Trevi in Lazio will already be promoting a cultural get-together in which,
besides presenting Friar Gianfranco GRIECO's book, will also engage the community in reflect-
ing on Friar Quirico as a witness of peace and reconciliation.

-The 2017 Paul VI Peace Prize, which the town of Serrone will be awarding next August, will
feature Friar Quirico as “The Man of God Who Brings Reconciliation and Peace”

- Making plans to transfer the relics of Friar Quirico from the Chapel of the Sacred Heart
to the Church of San Lorenzo, where the Venerable meditated in ecstasy before the Eucharist
on the mysteries of Christ, the Virgin Mother and the life of our Seraphic Father Saint Francis.

In his speech entitled “Franciscan Fraternity: A Common Treasure”, Friar Marco TASCA talk-
ed about the theme of relationship as a vital element of St. Francis’ thought and something
which is necessary to recover today as a hermeneutic key to Franciscan life. Moving on from
the Admonitions of St. Francis, the Minister General of the Conventual Friars Minor focused
on formation work and the important appeal of the adjective “blessed” associated with the
fraternal union of the brothers. In addition to the contributions from the Ministers General,
the participants were given insights from philosophers, theologians and artists, and they par-
ticipated in various activities and reflection groups. Friar Joaquin AGESTA, the Assistant Gen-
eral for the Federazione Intermediterranea Ministri Provinciali (FIMP), spoke during the round
table discussions on “The Experiences of Communion between European Obediences’, where
he presented the recent experiences of the friars of Umbria (“friars in Chapter”) and Amatrice
(Rieti), in Italy.
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The results of the work of the Congress have been synthesized in “The Madrid Declara-
tion”, a document which notes how times of misunderstanding and rivalry have now been
overcome and how it is time to heal all wounds: “With the charismatic novelty denoted in our
unique Franciscan fraternity, we are called by ‘new times to a new fraternity’ At this point it
makes no sense to stay bound to our local or family problems: equalities/inequalities, inclu-
sion/exclusion, dignity/unworthiness...With creativity and fidelity to the charism, now is the
time to take a chance on a project that is part of our Gospel heritage:‘So that they may all be
one’ (John 17:21).

Conclusion of the “Generalissimo” Chapter

The Bull /te vos of Pope Leo X, May 29, 1517 should have reconciled the differences that
were already apparent between the Friars Minor about the way of authentically living the
charism of the Founder.

Instead, this Bull decreed the split into two branches (Friars Minor of the Regular Obser-
vance and Friars Minor Conventual) to which a decade later a third branch was added, that
of the Friars Minor Capuchin. Since then, each of the three male branches has pursued its
own traditions, increasingly reinforced in differentiating from other friars, expressing in some
circumstances mutual support and collaboration, but in other occasions some form of clash.

In recent years, the sons of Francis of Assisi, especially those of the region of Umbria -
where the charism was born and a place to which all the brothers of the Order refer back to -
began a journey of reconciliation that came with great support from their respective Ministers
General. This four-year itinerary has already seen the Ministers General mutually asking and
giving pardon at the Porziuncola on July 11, 2016, a significant date for this process. An impor-
tant event for this year is the common celebration of a Chapter, called: “Generalissimo’, which
falls on the same significant date of May 29.

A representation of the Friars of the one Franciscan Family (an expression of the presence
in Umbria of the male Franciscan Orders) gathered for four days with the Ministers General
at the Oasis of St. Francis in Foligno. The get-together concluded on the morning of June 2 in
Assisi, in order to“return or give back”: to the friars, the lived experience of the Chapter, and to
the Lord, with praise and thanksgiving for the work He is doing.

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The first of these moments happened at the Press Room of the Sacro Convento of the
Basilica of St. Francis and began with three testimonies. The first to talk was Br. Mauro BOTTI,
OFM. He said that it was a “beautiful journey of mutual listening that has already led to a rec-
onciliation celebrated before the Lord". Br. lvan SCICLUNA, OFM Cap., read a text on the Holy
Spirit. He concluded by expressing the urgent need to share the beauty of this experience
with the Fraternity of Spello and invited everyone to do the same to generate a good, posi-
tive, and fruitful “chain reaction”. Br. Danilo MARINELLI, OFMConv, expressed much gratitude
for the time together, grace-filled, that’s difficult to express in a few words. After these three
reflections, Br. Marcello FADDA, TOR, presented a summary of what emerged during the four
days of the Chapter. Br. Marcello listed some of the many concrete proposals that emerged, all
seeking to express with facts the possibility of a journey together, and that now their feasibility
must be verified.

Br. Mauro JOHRI, OFM Cap, on behalf of the other General Ministers who were absent due
to other commitments, reiterated the approval — manifested by their presence throughout
the Chapter - and their interest for this initiative born in Umbria, land where the hope of the
Franciscan Order is placed. He also hoped for the realization of one of the ideas that emerged
during the Chapter: a“Franciscan think tank” that fosters the knowledge and the value of Fran-
ciscan history, and through it, to promote esteem and respect for people. Br. Mauro concluded
his speech, reaffirming his intention to go, with as many brothers as possible, to the “Lord
Pope” this coming 29 November 2017 to receive from him a blessing and a word on this jour-
ney that we undertake together. The Pope gave already the initial verbal approval to the four
Ministers General during a private meeting, with details that must now be finalized.

In the splendid Lower Church of the Basilica of Saint Francis, the brothers celebrated the
Concluding Mass presided over by His Excellency, Monsignor José Rodriguez CARBALLO, OFM,
Secretary of the Congregation for Consecrated Life Institutes and Apostolic Life Societies, who
began by expressing the “great joy of being with the most beloved Franciscan Family”.
